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1. Having worked hard in their studies, a group of five law students converge at James’ room of Gani Paradise Hostels to celebrate the end of semester. James’ room is on the ground floor. While enjoying their meal and refreshments, they hear a loud bang and building starts to shake and the pillar begin to collapse. James and his friends take cover under the bed and tables to avoid being hit by the falling blocks and debris. The collapse stops but they soon realise that Ndagani Paradise Hostels collapsed and they are trapped in the building. Unfortunately, Bahati was hit by one of the blocks and suffers a fracture on one of his legs but the rest of them have minor injuries. 
A team comprising Gani Police, Gani University Fire Department and Gani community begin rescue efforts in earnest. On the day 3 of the rescue mission, the students remain trapped in the building and have exhausted all the food provisions and water. All their mobile phones except for James’ phone are off. James through his friend in Humanities contacts the head of rescue operations, Dr. Tumaini, inquiring when they will be rescued and how long they can survive without food and water. Dr. Tumaini informs James that the rescue will take another 5 days (Day 8) and that their chances of survival are minimal after Day 5. 
The students are rescued on Day 8. The rescuers note that only James and his other 3 friends emerged from the building. When Dr. Tumaini asks about the whereabouts of his other friend (Bahati), James explains as follows:
After, the phone call with Dr. Tumaini, James and his friends deliberated on what they would do to survive until Day 8. Due to excessive bleeding, Bahati who was frail could not participate in the deliberations. James and his friends then decided to eat Bahati because he will not survive to Day 8.
