QUESTION ONE 
(a) James was born and brought up in Riacho County in the Northern part of Kenami republic by a single parent and was the only relative, Rachel Wakabi. His mother encouraged him to work hard in his studies. After completing his high school education, John did not get a chance to join university under government sponsorship programme. Though he had passed well in his exams, he could not join University due to financial constraints. He, therefore, decided to seek for a job in the Rift Valley County in Kenami Republic. He was working as a foreman and was paid “peanuts” as salary. Though this angered him much, he felt that this was his only livelihood. John was not the only, victim, as his subordinate always lodged complaints in his office about the need for increasing their salaries; improving the working conditions; ensuring safety measures among other issues. John would forward these complains to his boss who did not take any action.
Later, John secured a sponsorship from a rich white man in the region known as Mtungu. Before the Whiteman approved the sponsorship, John was required to agree that after his studies, he would not work for any other person except from Mtungu for the next 20 years. John found this as a God sent opportunity. After studies, he went to work for the white man, but was not informed of his terms of employment. For that month, John did not receive any payment, but he thought that he would be considered in the course of the month. He worked for the next 3 months without pay. When he questioned this, he was informed that his salary was taken to cater for the amount of money used in his studies. When he carried out a personal analysis, he realized that he would have to work for the next 7 years without pay. That is when he decided to quit that job and seek employment in a nearby horticultural farm. In that farm, the owner was using highly noxious chemicals as pesticides and for other farm purposes. Many employees used to quit their job after being affected by those chemicals, because they were not provided with chemical prevention facilities like safety clothing. The nearby community and school had also complained of the stench of these chemicals which could be smelt many miles away. Furthermore expired chemicals used to be thrown in to the nearby river as waste products. Unfortunately the National Environmental Management Authority did nothing to curb this act. At one time, members of the community organized to attack the management and chase them away from the locality. However, this never materialized as the proprietors hired police officers to guard the premises and in cases of emergency a mobile police station was established.
Mtungu got to know about John’s departure and his destination. One day, he visited John in person and ordered him to go back to his place of work or else he would face severe consequences. Although John refused to go back, these utterances and threats left him restless as he feared for his life and security. 1 week later John was arrested by police officers who flogged him and took him to the police station alleging that he was involved in the theft that had taken place in Mtungu’s residence. He was put in remand for 10 days, and was tortured with the police demanding threats he signs a statement acknowledging that he was the one who organized the burglary. When John’s mother came to visit him, she was denied access and was told that she would not see him for the next 3 years. 2 weeks later, Mwai, the local priest where John’s Mother worshiped raised the issue in a church sermon. After mass, members of the Youth wing of the Catholic Church went directly to Mtungu’s residence where they formed a mock court that found him guilty. He was sentenced to an immediate punishment and was dragged on the road,  to the gate where he received 10 strokes while naked. John was released one day after this incident. On that evening, when he was going home, he met RiekShabab a group of young men who requested him to cite some verses of Quran. John, a staunch Catholic, refused and was thoroughly beaten. He was found unconscious the following morning and was taken to Kangu Hospital, a mission hospital in the nearby town. Later in the day, his mother went on to check him. She found John missing from his hospital bed. On enquiry, John’s mother was informed that John had been picked by his uncle and transferred to Karia Referral hospital for further medication. Wakabi went direct to that hospital, but was informed that they had not received such a patient. It is now three months since and John’s Mother does not know of his whereabouts.
